THIS TOURNAMENT IS FOR FEMALE ENTRANTS ONLY.

RULES

1.  This tournament shall consist of 4-woman team event, 2-woman doubles event,  singles event, the optional all events handicap and All events scratch.  if you bowl doubles, you must bowl singles.

2.  This is a handicap tournament with the handicap being figured on an individual basis using 90% of the difference of the bowler’s average and 210.

3.  Optional all events handicap shall be $5.00 and shall be paid prior to the entry closing date.  The $5.00 fee shall revert 100% to the all events handicap prize fund.  The optional all events handicap fee is transferable.

4.  Optional all events scratch fee shall be $5.00 and shall be paid prior to the entry closing date.  The $5.00 fee shall revert 100% to the all events prize fund.  The optional all events scratch fee is transferable.

5.  Prize money shall revert 100% to the entrants.  The pay ratio is:  

team: 1/8   doubles:  1/8   singles:  1/8   all events scr. & hcp:  1/8

6.  Averages:

(1) Highest 2009/2010 NorthShore USBC WBA book average based on 21 games or more.

(2) If no current book average, use highest ending 2010 NorthShore USBC WBA summer league average based on 21 games or more.

(3) If none of the above, use highest current league NorthShore USBC WBA average based on 21 games or more.  Deadline is January 1st for current average.

(4) If none of the above applies NorthShore USBC WBA Member entrant would use the scratch figure of 210.

7.  Entrants may bowl in 2 team events provided no more than 2 bowlers bowl together on the same team.  Entrants may bowl twice in doubles and singles provided they change doubles partners.  The first series in each event shall count for the all events score. In a singles event, the same individual may not place more than once. ENTRANTS BOWLING ON MORE THAN ONE TEAM MUST SUBMIT ENTRIES TOGETHER. ASSOCIATION MANAGER IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR OBTAINING BOWLERS.

8.  All team members must be present at least 30 minutes prior to the start of the event.  All team members must be present before the captain can check in.  Substitutions must be made at least one hour prior to bowling except in the case of an emergency, which will be determined by the tournament committee.  BOWLING WILL START PROMPTLY AT THE SCHEDULED TIME WHETHER ALL BOWLERS ARE PRESENT OR NOT.
9.  Single & Double entrants must be present at least 30 minutes prior to the start of the event.  Singles shall be bowled first, followed immediately by Doubles.  If a Doubles partner has not arrived in time to bowl the doubles event, and a substitute is not available, entrant that is present will bowl her games in the doubles event in order to qualify for all events.

10.  An entrant arriving late shall be permitted to bowl with her score to count beginning with the frame in which she begins to bowl.  NO SCORE WILL BE GIVEN FOR MISSED FRAMES.

11.  Substitutions shall be allowed, but the substitute will not be required to reimburse the entry fee or be expected to give the entrant any prize money or trophy she (the substitute) may win.

12. Five days prior to the opening of the tournament, notification of the scheduled bowling dates will be posted at the bowling center.  TEAM CAPTAINS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR NOTIFYING TEAM MEMBERS OF THE SCHEDULE.

13. No refunds shall be allowed.  Full payment for entries must be submitted with application.  REMIT ONLY ONE CHECK OR MONEY ORDER PER TEAM MADE PAYABLE TO NORTHSHORE USBC.  CASH WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  NSF checks will automatically disqualify the entry involved.  No more than one check or money order will be accepted for any one team.  One check or money order may be used when submitting more than one entry together.

14.  In case of ties for first place in any event, those scoring such ties will be declared co-champions for that particular event, EXCEPT for the all events CITY CHAMPION.  In case of a tie for the all events City Champion, a ROLL-OFF will be conducted, with time and place to be set by the tournament secretary and any expense to be paid by the NSUSBC.  A three game series will be rolled with total pins to determine the champion.  In case of ties where money is allocated, the monies will be combined and divided equally to the bowlers involved.

15.  Entries with payment MUST be received by the secretary or postmarked NO LATER THAN MIDNIGHT May 14th.                     .

16. All prize money will be mailed.  Checks will be made payable to the team captain for all team events, checks for individual events shall be made payable to the individual and will be mailed to the team captain unless the entrants are at the annual meeting, at which time they may pick up their money.

17. Members are requested to wear suitable attire when participating in the NSWBA Championship Tournament.  Skirts, slacks, jeans or walking shorts are preferred.

18. It is the team captain’s responsibility to familiarize team members with the tournament rules.

19.  Any protest affecting the eligibility or general playing rules must be confirmed in writing to the tournament secretary before prize payments are made.  Errors in scoring must be reported to the Tournament Director within 24 hours.

20.  Only working tournament officials are allowed to change scores.
21. the Tournament Directors shall have supervisory control of all technical parts of the tournament operation, including drafting the schedule and prize list.  The prize list shall be posted at the bowling center in advance of the tournament.

22.  If Lane conditions warrant change of lanes, decisions will be made by proprieters as to lane change.  Pacers will not be permitted.
23.  The Board of Directors of the NorthShore USBC WBA shall render a decision on questions, which may arise, not covered in the tournament rules or USBC rules.

24.  The Board of Directors of the NorthShore USBC WBA shall have the power to hear and act on all protests arising from or under the construction of the rules of the tournament.

25.  No one is allowed in the pit area except particapants and score keepers.  Anyone causing distraction to bowlers will be asked to leave the tournament area.

26. THE ENTRANTS WHOSE NAMES APPEAR HEREON OR THEIR AUTHORIZED REPLACEMENTS HEREBY AGREE THAT THE NSUSBC, IT’S OFFICIALS AND AGENTS WILL BE LIABLE ONLY TO THE EXTENT OF RETURNING ENTRY FEES IF AND WHEN THESE ENTRANTS ARE PREVENTED FROM BOWLING ANY EVENT IN THE TOURNAMENT THROUGH DELAY, UNEXPECTED YET NECESSARY SCHEDULE CHANGE, OR PREMATURE TERMINATION OF THE TOURNAMENT WHICH MAY BE BROUGHT UPON BY WAR, NATIONAL EMERGENCY OR EMERGENCIES SUCH AS FIRE, STRIKES, LOCKOUTS, LABOR DIFFICULTIES OR OTHER CAUSES BEYOND THE CONTROL OF THE NORTHSHORE WOMEN’S BOWLING ASSOCIATION.
